1. Mount the Block Sensors to starting blocks

Note: The Mounting Clamps on the Mounting Plate are arranged to fit the most commonly
used varieties of starting blocks. Please consult the ReacTime Operator’'s Manual if you need
to change the clamp configuration to fit your starting blocks.

a. Connect the Loudspeaker to the Mounting Plate using the wingbolts and washers
provided.

b.  Making sure the Loudspeaker is facing toward an athlete poised to leave the block,
position the Mounting Plate toward the back of the starting block and then skip to c. If you
need to change the Mounting Clamp configuration to work with your starting block:

1. Detach the Block Sensor from the Mounting Plate by loosening the securing screw.

2. Loosen the flathead screws on the Mounting Plate using a Phillips head screwdriver.

3. Arrange the Mounting Clamps so that they can clamp to your starting block.
(Reminder: Consult the ReacTime Operator's Manual if you need more
information.)

c. Tighten the thumbscrews against the starting block so the Mounting Plate is secure.

d. If you removed the Block Sensor, re-attach it to the Mounting Plate by tightening the
securing screw.

e. Connect the cable attached to the Loudspeaker to the input on the Block Sensor (Label
#4 in Figure 4).

4. Assign lane numbers to each Block Sensor

Press the Menu key once.

Press the up and down arrows until you arrive at the Main Menu | System screen.
Press the Menu key once.

Scroll until you arrive at the System Menu | Lane Number screen.

Press the Menu key once.

At the Lane Number | 1 screen, press the up arrow key to increment the lane number.
Press the Menu key once more to arrive at the ReacTime | Ready to Start screen. The
lane number you just selected appears in the upper left corner of the LCD.
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5. If you are using a Wireless System, change the Block Sensor
Network Type

Press the Menu key once.

Press the up and down arrow keys until you arrive at the Main Menu | System screen.
Press the Menu key once.

Scroll until you arrive at the System Menu | Network Type menu. Press the Menu key
once.

e. Scroll to choose Network Type | Wireless.
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6. Change the lane number configuration in the Command Center

Press the Menu key once.

Press the up and down arrow keys until you arrive at the Main Menu | System screen.
Press the Menu key once. The System Menu | Number of Lanes screen appears.
Press the Menu key once. Scroll to choose the correct number of lanes.

Press the Menu key again to return to the ReacTime | Ready to Arm screen. The
upper left corner of the Command Center LCD shows the number of lanes being used.
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7. If you are using a Wireless System, change the Network Type in
the Command Center

Press the Menu key once.

Press the up and down arrow keys until you arrive at the Main Menu | System screen.
Press the Menu key once.

Scroll until you arrive at the System Menu | Network Type menu. Press the Menu key
once.

e. Scroll to choose Network Type | Wireless.

This completes the ReacTime Championship Setup instructions.
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
